Description

Resolution setting a public hearing for December 16, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. for the West Broadway
Reconstruction, Segment 4. # PW20-20

Background/Discussion

West Broadway is major arterial street and critical to the City’s roadway network.  It serves as a significant
commercial corridor and commuter route and its reconstruction is an essential part of the economic
redevelopment plan for the west end of Council Bluffs.  There is also a strong community desire to enhance
the aesthetics of the corridor and to create a connection between the River’s Edge development and
downtown Council Bluffs.
 
Segment 1 from 36th Street to 33rd Street and Segment 2 from 33rd Street to 28th Street are complete. 
Segment 3 from 28th Street to just west of 24th Street will be substantially complete before the end of the
year.  Each of these previous phases included the replacement of pavement, traffic signals, street lights,
sidewalks, storm sewers and streetscape amenities.
 
The Segment 4 project will completely rebuild West Broadway from just west of 24th Street to just west of
19th Street.  Reconstruction will include the replacement of pavement, traffic signals, street lights, sidewalks,
and storm sewers with drainage improvements as a major objective.  The project also includes streetscape
amenities such as decorative pedestrian lights, brick paver bands behind the curbs and at intersections,
ornamental fencing, ornamental arms for street lights, concrete pavers in crosswalks, decorative paving in the
center turn lane and at key intersections, raised planted medians, neighborhood masonry columns, and trees.
 
As a condition of the Transfer of Jurisdiction, Iowa DOT has provided $20 million in funding for assuming
ownership of the roadway previously identified as US-6.  This project is included in the FY20 CIP with a
budget of $4,000,000 in IDOT funding, $1,000,000 from GO Bonds, and the balance in Sales Tax Funds. 
The Iowa West Foundation has agreed to provide funding for the streetscape amenities which are estimated to
be approximately $1,338,000.  The estimated construction cost for all project improvements is $8,663,700.

Construction Start April 2020 (weather dependent)

Background/Discussion

The scope of the project was to provide the Mid-America Center with the latest, most reliable video board
and signage technology available today. An existing pylon sign located on the corner of Mid-America Drive
and Marc Boulevard was no longer operational and was reconstructed. A new pylon sign is located at the
corner of 23rd Avenue and Bass Pro Drive. Additionally, two monument signs equipped with the same video
board technology - along with wayfinding information - were constructed on existing footings at the 24th
Avenue/South 32nd Street entrance and west along the boulevard at the south entrance to the convention
center. Also, twenty-four existing wayfinding and pole signs were replaced with new signs that are more clearly
visible and modern in design and technology. These signs will promote activities at the MAC and will lend the
opportunity to lease space to promote other businesses within the MAC Entertainment District.
 
This project was included in the FY19 CIP with a budget of $500,000 in General Funds and $500,000 in
Iowa West Foundation grant funding.

Background/Discussion 

Background 

In June of 2003, City Council adopted the Playland Park Urban Renewal Plan in order to 

accommodate a residential project which never materialized.  In June of 2005, the urban 

renewal plan was amended (Amendment # 2) to add additional land and several new projects, 

including riverfront development, and the redevelopment of the Frito Lay and Dodge Park 

clubhouse areas.  In July of 2009, the urban renewal plan was amended (Amendment # 2) to 

add additional land.  In October 2014 and June 20016, the urban renewal plan was amended 

(Amendment # 3 and # 4) to add additional land and to add and/or confirm projects 

respectively.  The urban renewal plan is again in need of amendment to confirm the 

redevelopment project located in Block 1 of River’s Edge Subdivision.  

Discussion 

The first step in amending the Playland Park Urban Renewal Project Area is the adoption of a 

resolution of necessity. This resolution will cause several actions. These actions include 

directing staff to amend the urban renewal plan, establishing a date for consultation with other 

taxing jurisdictions, setting a date for City Council public hearing and other appropriate legal 

notices.  A resolution, which calls for these activities, has been prepared and is attached for 

your review and consideration. This resolution establishes the following timeframe: 

 

11-25-19 Consultation meeting to be held with other taxing jurisdictions 

12-10-19     City Planning Commission Review 

12-16-19 City Council public hearing on the amended urban renewal plan

The City also may reimburse or directly undertake the installation, 

construction and reconstruction of substantial public improvements, including, but not limited to, street, 

water, sanitary sewer, storm sewer or other public improvements. The Amendment provides that the City 

may issue bonds or use available funds for purposes allowed by the Plan and that tax increment 

reimbursement of the costs of urban renewal projects may be sought if and to the extent incurred by the 

City.  The Amendment initially proposes no specific public infrastructure or site improvements to be 

undertaken by the City, and provides that the Amendment may be amended from time to time. 

The proposed Amendment No. 5 would update the description of previously approved urban 

renewal projects to be undertaken within the Urban Renewal Area. The proposed Amendment adds no new 

land. 

Other provisions of the Plan not affected by the Amendment would remain in full force and effect. 
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Any person or organization desiring to be heard shall be afforded an opportunity to be heard at such 

hearing.

 The Playland Park Urban Renewal Plan (“Urban Renewal Plan”) for the Playland Park 
Urban Renewal Area (“Area” or “Urban Renewal Area”) was originally adopted in 2003 and has 
been amended in 2005 (Amendment No. 1), 2009 (Amendment No. 2), 2014 (Amendment No. 
3), and 2016 (Amendment No. 4).  The Plan is being further amended to update the description 
of previously approved urban renewal projects to be undertaken within the Urban Renewal Area 
(“Amendment” or “Amendment No. 5”).  No land is being added to the Area by this 
Amendment. 
 
 Except as modified by this Amendment, the provisions of the original Urban Renewal 
Plan, as previously amended, are hereby ratified, confirmed, and approved and shall remain in 
full force and effect as provided herein.  In case of any conflict or uncertainty, the terms of this 
Amendment shall control. Any section of the Plan, as previously amended, not included in this 
Amendment shall continue to apply to the Plan and the Area. 
 

DEVELOPMENT PLAN 
 
The City has a general plan for the physical development of the City, as a whole, 

designated as the “Bluffs Tomorrow: 2030 Plan” adopted in 2014 and last amended in 2019.  
The Plan and this Amendment, including the projects proposed/revised in this Amendment, are 
in conformity with the “Bluffs Tomorrow: 2030 Plan”. 
  

The Urban Renewal Area is zoned C-4/Commercial District and R-3/Multi Family 
District.  This Urban Renewal Plan, as amended, does not in any way replace or modify the 
City’s current land use planning or zoning regulation process. 

 
Any urban renewal projects related to the need for improved traffic, public transportation, 

public utilities, recreational and community facilities, or other public improvements within the 
Urban Renewal Area are set forth in the Plan, as amended.  As the Area develops, the need for 
public infrastructure extensions and upgrades will be evaluated and planned for by the City. 
 

UPDATE TO PREVIOUSLY APPROVED RBAN RENEWAL PROJECTS 

(Amendment No. 5) 

 
 Two urban renewal projects previously approved in the Plan, as amended, have been 
modified as noted below and those modifications are hereby approved.  
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1. Update to the “Condo/Mixed Use Towers-Block 1,” last updated in 

Amendment No. 4. 

 

In Amendment No. 4, the City updated and approved a mixed-use project to be 
constructed on Block 1 of River’s Edge Subdivision, described as the Condo/Mixed Use 
Towers-Block 1 project. This Amendment updates/revises the project’s description from 
Amendment No. 4 as follows:  
 
As approved in Amendment No. 4, the project was anticipated to include a detailed 
development agreement with a private developer to provide tax increment rebates or 
other incentives of $8,000,000 to $12,000,000 in exchange for the developer constructing 
a condo tower, an assisted living facility, and related amenities. In 2017, the City entered 
into a development agreement (the “Original Agreement”) for this project with Agrent 
Development Group, L.L.C.  That developer has not initiated work on the project and 
now proposes to assign its rights and obligations to Argent Baxter JV – Council Bluffs, 
LLC (the “Developer”), and the Developer has proposed changing several terms in the 
Original Agreement. In light of various changes to the project, the City and the Developer 
anticipate entering into an Amended and Restated Agreement for Private Development 
(the “Amended and Restated Agreement”), which would replace the Original Agreement 
and provide new terms for the project. Pursuant to the terms of the Amended and 
Restated Agreement, the Developer would construct a single residential tower containing 
up to 210 rental housing units, up to 24 condo housing units, and related amenities, all 
requiring an investment of approximately $60,000,000.  The Developer would also agree 
to a Minimum Assessed Value for the completed project of at least $45,000,000.  In 
exchange, the City would provide up to 18 years of annual grants each comprised of up to 
75% of the tax increment created by the completion of the project, with the aggregate 
amount of such grants not to exceed $23,000,000.  The revised project will serve the 
purposes set forth in Amendment No. 4, including the second stage of blight remediation. 
 
2. Update to “Parking Garage Lease Purchase Agreement,” last updated in 

Amendment No. 4. 

 
In Amendment No. 4, the City updated and approved a parking garage project to be 
constructed on Lot 2, Block 7 of River’s Edge Subdivision Replat One. At that time, the 
cost of the parking garage was estimated to be $11,000,000 to $12,500,000, and the costs 
to the City under the associated Lease Purchase Agreement was estimated at $11,000,000 
to $17,000,000. On July 11, 2016, following adoption of Amendment No. 4 and 
appropriate notice and public hearing, the City authorized the execution of the River’s 
Edge Parking Facility Lease Purchase Agreement by and among the City of Council 
Bluffs (“City”), River’s Edge Parking, LLC (‘Developer”), and Iowa West Foundation 
(“IWF”) (“Agreement”).  Since that time, the cost of construction has increased to 
approximately $14,000,000, as have the corresponding costs to the City under the terms 
of the Lease Purchase Agreement. At this time, the costs to the City are estimated 
between $17,000,000 and $21,000,000.  The revised project will serve the purposes set 
forth in Amendment No. 4, including the second stage of blight remediation. 
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FINANCIAL INFORMATION 

 

1. July 1, 2019 constitutional debt limit: $262,999,374 

2. Current outstanding general obligation debt: $63,035,000 

3. Proposed amount of indebtedness to be incurred:  A 
specific amount of debt to be incurred for the Updated 
Urban Renewal Projects (Amendment No. 5) has not yet 
been determined.  This document is merely for planning 
purposes.  The estimated project costs in this 
Amendment are estimates only and will be incurred and 
spent over a number of years.  In no event will the City’s 
constitutional debt limit be exceeded.  The City Council 
will consider each project proposal on a case-by-case 
basis to determine if it is in the City’s best interest to 
participate before approving an urban renewal project or 
expense.  It is further expected that such indebtedness, 
including interest on the same, may be financed in whole 
or in part with tax increment revenues from the Urban 
Renewal Area.  Subject to the foregoing, it is estimated 
that the cost of the Updated Urban Renewal Projects 
(Amendment No. 5) as described above will be 
approximately as follows:

EFFECTIVE PERIOD 

 
This Amendment will become effective upon its adoption by the City Council.  

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in the Urban Renewal Plan, any prior amendment, 
resolution, or document, the Urban Renewal Plan shall remain in effect until terminated by the 
City Council and the use of incremental property tax revenues, or the “division of revenue,” as 
those words are used in Chapter 403 of the Code of Iowa, will be consistent with Chapter 403 of 
the Iowa Code. The division of revenues shall continue on the entire Urban Renewal Area 
without limit due to the designation of the Area as appropriate for blight remediation.   

 
REPEALER 

 
Any parts of the previous Plan, as previously amended, in conflict with this Amendment 

are hereby repealed. 
 

SEVERABILITY CLAUSE 

 
If any part of the Amendment is determined to be invalid or unconstitutional, such 

invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity of the previously adopted Plan as a 
whole or the previous amendments to the Plan, or any part of the Plan or Amendment not 
determined to be invalid or unconstitutional.

The Amendment provides that the City 

may issue bonds or use available funds for purposes allowed by the Plan and that tax increment 

reimbursement of the costs of urban renewal projects may be sought if and to the extent incurred by the 

City.  The Amendment initially proposes no specific public infrastructure or site improvements to be 

undertaken by the City, and provides that the Amendment may be amended from time to time. 

The proposed Amendment No. 5 would update the description of previously approved urban 

renewal projects to be undertaken within the Urban Renewal Area. The proposed Amendment adds no new 

land. 

Other provisions of the Plan not affected by the Amendment would remain in full force and effect. 
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Any person or organization desiring to be heard shall be afforded an opportunity to be heard at such 

hearing.

Background/Discussion 

This development agreement replaces a previous agreement with a related company known as “Argent 
Development Group, LLC”.  In summary, the previous agreement was for two residential towers, one 
with apartments and one with condominiums.  That agreement had a minimum assessment of 
$33,354,000 and tax increment financing payments of $12 million over 15 years.  Sale of the property 
was to be for $751,180. 
 
Argent Baxter JV Council Bluffs, L.L.C. submitted a revised development proposal regarding the 
construction of a single residential tower on Block 1 of River’s Edge Subdivision, in the amended 
Playland Park Urban Renewal Area.  A development agreement has been drafted that describes the 
roles and responsibilities of the City and Developer.  Although the agreement contains numerous 
provisions, the primary commitments contained in the agreement include: 
 

• Developer acquires Block 1 of River’s Edge Subdivision (75,118 sq. ft.) for $751,180, which is 
approximately $10.00 psf. 

• The building will include a single tower with parking on lower levels and approximately 13 floors 
of residential.  The mix of residential units will include up to 210 apartments in the range of 700-
1,300 sq. ft. and 24 condominium units averaging approximately 1,000 sq. ft.  An outdoor amenity 
deck will be included for residents. 

• The company expects to initiate construction by July 1, 2020 and be completed by February 1, 
2022. 

• The project will include a minimum assessment agreement of $45,000,000. 

• An 18 year tax increment financing rebate equal to 75% of captured property taxes is proposed to 
be provided to the Developer.  The Development Agreement sets maximum rebates over the 18 
year term at $23,000,000.

Motorized scooters, electrified bicycles and other personal transport vehicles: A device with at least 
two wheels in contact with the ground, the diameter of such wheels to be ten (10) inches or smaller, 
that is designed to be stood on or sat upon by the operator, with handlebars for steering, and equipped 
with and powered by an internal combustion motor or electric motor of less than 750 watts (one 
horsepower) that is incapable of propelling the device up a three percent grade, on dry concrete 
pavement, at a speed of at least greater than twenty (20) miles per hour, and has the capability to be 
propelled by human power alone. Note under this definition, a gasoline powered bicycle, retrofitted or 
otherwise, is never a bicycle in City limits and is either a motorcycle or a motorized bicycle that 
requires registration, insurance, and licensure to operate according to Iowa Code. 

Operator: Any person who operates or is in actual physical control of a motorized scooter, electrified 
bicycle or other personal transport vehicle. 

Roadway: That portion of the street or highway improved, designed, or ordinarily used for vehicular 
traffic, and does not include the sidewalks or any other area of public property between the roadway 
portion of the street or highway and the abutting private property line. 

Sidewalk: That portion of the street between the curb lines and the adjacent property lines. 

Street or highway: The entire width between property lines of every way or place of whatever nature 
when any part thereof is open to the use of the public, as a matter of right, for purposes of vehicular 
traffic.

For the purpose of this chapter, the following words, terms, and phrases shall have the following 

meanings: 

Motorized scooters, electrified bicycles and other personal transport vehicles: A device with at least two 

wheels in contact with the ground, that is designed to be stood on or sat upon by the operator, with 

handlebars for steering, and equipped with and powered by an electric motor of less than 750 watts (one 

horsepower) that is incapable of propelling the device up a three percent grade, on dry concrete 

pavement, at a speed of greater than twenty (20) miles per hour, and has the capability to be propelled 

by human power alone. Note under this definition, a gasoline powered bicycle, retrofitted or otherwise, 

is never a bicycle in City limits and is either a motorcycle or a motorized bicycle that requires 

registration, insurance, and licensure to operate according to Iowa Code. 

Operator: Any person who operates or is in actual physical control of a motorized scooter, electrified 

bicycle or other personal transport vehicle. 

Roadway: That portion of the street or highway improved, designed, or ordinarily used for vehicular 

traffic, and does not include the sidewalks or any other area of public property between the roadway 

portion of the street or highway and the abutting private property line. 

Sidewalk: That portion of the street between the curb lines and the adjacent property lines. 

Street or highway: The entire width between property lines of every way or place of whatever nature 

when any part thereof is open to the use of the public, as a matter of right, for purposes of vehicular 

traffic.

Additional open space protection will also 
provide a more quality experience for users of the adjacent Valley View Trail and would provide 
some additional wildlife habitat in the area.  

Funding and Communications: The property is being donated and transfer costs are likely to 
be less than $100. Communications of the donation will be coordinated with the City of Council 
Bluffs.  

Management: INHF ownership of the property will be short and the property will likely be 
transferred by spring, so very little management will be necessary over the winter. INHF will 
discuss potential restoration opportunities on the property with the City.

Discussion

These funds will be utilized to inventory, characterize, assess and conduct planning for many properties
located throughout the city with priority in the neighborhood adjacent to the South Expressway.  The
proposed project area will encompass from 9th Avenue to Interstate-80 and from South 3rd Street to South 9th

Street.
 
If awarded, funding is envisioned to assist environment assessments for the following activities:
 

· Updating assessments on properties and structures already owned by the City;
· Completing assessments on properties that the City may acquire along the corridor in the future; and
· Completing assessments on private redevelopment activities in the corridor.

Based on the information stated in the applicant’s letter of intent the proposed 

operation is classified as a light manufacturing use. Per Section 15.15.030 of 

the Municipal Code (Zoning Ordinance) a light manufacturing (fifty thousand 

(50,000) square feet or less) use is only allowed in a C-2/Commercial District 

with issuance of a conditional use permit from the Zoning Board of 

Adjustment. A conditional use permit is normally issued for land uses that 

want to operate on a permanent basis at one specific location. The applicant 

intends to operate at this location for a maximum timeframe of two years. At 

the end of their lease agreement, the applicant will either move their 

operation to a new permanent facility, or seek a conditional use permit to 

make the subject property their permanent facility. Since this use will be in 

operation for a limited timeframe, the issuance of a temporary use permit 

from the City Council seems more appropriate from a land use regulatory 

standpoint, rather than a conditional use permit.   

C. The number and placement of Conex containers stored outdoors along with 

on-site traffic circulation should be reviewed as part of this request. The 

applicant’s letter of intent and site layout plan show approximately five to ten 

containers will be located outside at any given time, and all of them will be 

placed in the westerly parking lot where they will be screened from view by 

existing retaining walls and a fence/gate with vinyl inserts. The semi-truck 

and trailer used for transporting these containers will also be located within 

the westerly parking lot area to prevent any traffic circulation conflicts with 

customer and employee parking in the Sherwood Plaza Shopping Center.  

The applicant has also stated that all containers will be stored at ground level 

and not stacked.

Oakland Drive is a narrow roadway with a steep grade and tight switchback curve which connects Military
Avenue to Oak Park Road and Oakland Avenue.  It is the only roadway that provides access for residents
along Oak Park Road.  Oakland Drive has no storm sewers and the pavement is in poor condition.  The
existing sanitary sewer is clay pipe from the 1950’s and needs to be replaced.

 THIS AGREEMENT is executed on the ____ day of ___________, 2019 by and between 
the City of Council Bluffs (hereinafter “City”) and Uniti Fiber, LLC (hereinafter “Uniti”). 

WITNESSETH: 

 WHEREAS, Uniti is a facilities-based service provider constructing, operating, and 
maintaining fiber optic networks and delivering communications services to customers; and  

 WHEREAS, Uniti requests that the City grant a nonexclusive license to Uniti to operate 
and maintain its fiber optic cable system both above-ground and under-ground (the "Network"), 
and deliver services using the Network in certain City rights of way ("ROW"); and 

 WHEREAS, the City finds that the encroachment of the Network in the ROW will not be 
a detriment to said ROW and as such will serve the public use and convenience of residents and 
business in the City; and 

WHEREAS, the City is willing to grant a license and permits to Uniti for the operation, 
maintenance, and use of the Network in the City ROW under certain conditions and restrictions as 
stated below; and 

WHEREAS, Uniti agrees to abide by those conditions and restrictions in exchange for the 
City granting said license. 

NOW THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of 
which is acknowledged by the City and the mutual covenants contained herein, the City and Uniti 
agree as follows: 

1. The City grants to Uniti and Uniti does hereby accept a nonexclusive license to 
operate, maintain, and use the Network subject to all the terms and conditions of this Agreement. 

2. All operation, maintenance, and use of the Network shall be done pursuant to all 
the laws and regulations of the City, State of Iowa, and any other governmental unit or agency 
applicable thereto as amended from time to time. 

3. Uniti understands and agrees that all work done hereunder in the ROW shall be 
performed in a good and workman-like manner subject to the approval of the City and that the 
costs and expenses of the location of facilities in the ROW will be paid by Uniti. 

4. The Network shall at all times remain the property of Uniti and, except to the extent 
caused by the City's negligence or willful misconduct, the City shall not be responsible for the 
repair or continued maintenance of the Network. 

5. This Agreement shall not give rise to any right of ownership in the City ROW to 
Uniti. The City ROW shall continue to be a public property held by the City in trust for the general 
public. 
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6. The Uniti Network shall be operated, maintained, used, and removed so as not to 
interfere with either the public use of the City ROW or the rights of abutting and adjoining land 
owners.  Except as prohibited by state or federal law, upon the City's reasonable request, Uniti 
must promptly and at the City's expense with due regard to seasonal working conditions remove 
and relocate its Network in the ROW when necessary if the City requests such removal and 
relocation for the public health safety and welfare or when necessary to prevent interference with 
the safety and convenience of ordinary travel over the ROW.  

7. The City may reject, revoke, suspend, or modify this Agreement and require Uniti 
to remove the Network in the affected portions of the ROW at Uniti’s own expense after providing 
Uniti with a sixty (60) day notice and a reasonable opportunity to cure under the following 
circumstances: 

(a) Uniti is not in full compliance with the material requirements of this Agreement or 
state or federal law; 

(b) Uniti has failed to maintain required bonds and or insurance as required by the 
Agreement or has failed to secure required licenses registrations and authorizations 
required by the City; and 

(c) Uniti engaged in proposed activity which was contrary to the public health, safety, 
or welfare. 

8. Uniti agrees to indemnify and hold the City, its officers, officials, employees, and 
agents harmless against any and all third-party claims, causes of action, liabilities, or expenses, 
including judgments, costs and damages, and including any costs incurred by the City: (a) directly 
arising out of any damage to tangible property or personal injuries caused by Uniti, Uniti’s agents, 
or the Network; and/or (b) any material breach of this Agreement by Uniti. 

9. Uniti understands and agrees that the City, public utilities, and/or cable television 
companies, and their successors and assigns, may also have certain rights in, over, under, upon, or 
across the City ROW and that the said license shall be subject to the previously granted rights. 

10. Any notice, request, demand, or other communication made in connection with this 
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been duly given on the date of delivery, 
if delivered to the persons identified below in person, by courier service, or by facsimile copy (with 
original copy mailed the same day in accordance with the provisions of this Paragraph), or five (5) 
business days after mailing if mailed by certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, 
addressed as follows:

12. The initial term of this Agreement shall be ten (10) years commencing on the date 
that Uniti provides notice to the City, in accordance with paragraph 10 of this agreement, that it 
has begun operating the Network, and terminating at midnight on the last day of the month in 
which the tenth annual anniversary of this date shall have occurred. 

(a) This agreement shall continue thereafter in five (5) year terms unless cancelled by 
written notice by either party not less than six (6) months prior to any expiration 
date. 

13. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the respective 
successors and assigns of the parties hereto.  Uniti shall provide notice of any successors in 
interests to the City at least sixty (60) days prior to any change in such interest.  A copy of this 
Agreement may be recorded, at the expense of Uniti. 

14. If any term of this Agreement is found to be void or invalid, such invalidity shall 
not affect the remaining terms of this Agreement, which shall continue in full force and effect. The 
parties intend that the provisions of this Agreement be enforced to the fullest extent permitted by 
applicable law.  Accordingly, the parties shall agree that if any provisions are deemed not 
enforceable, they shall be deemed modified to the extent necessary to make them enforceable. 

15. Uniti shall carry and keep and maintain in force and effect throughout the term of 
this Agreement, a policy or policies of insurance, the limits of such policy or policies to be in the 
amount of not less than $1,000,000.00 per occurrence in respect of injury to persons and in the 
amount of not less than $2,000,000.00 per occurrence in respect of property damage and 
destruction in form and substance satisfactory to City, at Uniti’s sole cost and expense, insuring 
both the City and Uniti against all claims, demands or actions arising out of or in connection with: 
(a) Uniti’s maintenance and use of the ROW; and (b) Uniti’s liability assumed under this 
Agreement.  All such policies shall be procured from a company or companies approved to do 
business in Iowa.  Such policies shall further provide that not less than thirty (30) days' written 
notice shall be given to City before such policy may be canceled or changed to reduce the insurance 
coverage provided thereby. 

16. Uniti has examined and knows the condition of the ROW and has received the same 
in good order and repair, AS-IS, WHERE-IS, and acknowledges that no representations as to the 
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condition and repair thereof have been made by City, prior to or at the execution of this Agreement 
that are not herein expressed. 

17. Uniti will not permit any mechanic's lien or liens to be placed upon the ROW 
during the term hereof, and in case of the filing of such lien, Uniti will promptly pay same or 
with the prior written consent of the City, Uniti may post a bond or indemnity in an amount 
sufficient to protect Uniti and the ROW and indemnify, defend, and hold City harmless from 
any third-party liability for any amount claimed in said lien. If default in payment thereof shall 
continue for thirty (30) days after written notice thereof from City to Uniti, City shall have the 
right and privilege at City's option of paying the same or any portion thereof without inquiry 
as to the validity thereof, and any amounts so paid, including expenses and interest, shall be 
so much additional indebtedness hereunder due from Uniti to City and shall be repaid to City 
immediately on rendition of bill therefor. 

18. Limitation of Liability. NEITHER PARTY SHALL HAVE ANY 
RESPONSIBILITY, LIABILITY OR OBLIGATION TO THE OTHER OR THE OTHER'S 
AFFILIATES, DIRECTORS, OFFICERS, AGENTS, EMPLOYEES, REPRESENTATIVES, 
SUCCESSORS OR PERMITTED ASSIGNS FOR ANY SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL, 
CONSEQUENTIAL, OR PUNITIVE DAMAGES INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, 
LOSS OF PROFITS, COST OF REPLACEMENT SERVICES, LOSS OF CUSTOMERS OR 
AGENTS, LOSS OF USE, OR PENALTIES IMPOSED BY OTHERS, REGARDLESS OF

UNREIMBURSED COSTS INCURRED BY THE CITY FOR THE ABATEMENT OF 

WEEDS AND THE REMOVAL OF SOLID WASTE NUISANCES UPON PROPERTIES 

AND DIRECTING THEM TO BE COLLECTED IN THE SAME MANNER AS A 

PROPERTY TAX. 

 

WHEREAS, Council Bluffs’ City Ordinance No. 4849, passed and approved by the 

Council Bluffs City Council on April 15, 1988, requires all property 

owners within the City of Council Bluffs, Iowa, to cut or destroy all weeds 

exceeding 18 inches in height; and 

 

 WHEREAS, Council Bluffs’ City Ordinance No. 5219 and 5220, passed and approved 

by the Council Bluffs City Council on May 22, 1995, requires all property 

owners to abate any solid waste nuisance upon public right-of-way of 

materials stored for more than 24 hours, or materials stored on private 

property for more than 3 days; and 

 

WHEREAS, all property owners in Council Bluffs were notified of the above 

requirements by ordinance and failed to abate or remove the nuisances in 

the allotted time; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City, through its contractors, has attempted to cut or destroy all weeds 

exceeding 18 inches and/or has removed all solid waste materials in 

violation; and 

 

WHEREAS, more than ten days have elapsed since the City has billed each property 

owner by mail for the cost of abatement of weeds or solid waste materials 

from their properties; and 

 

WHEREAS,  the cost of abatement or removal on these properties has been incurred by 

the City and remains unpaid; and 

 

WHEREAS,  the City Council may have these unpaid costs assessed against the 

properties pursuant to CBMC 4.19.030 and 10.02.070 as authorized by 

Iowa Code §364.
